Midwest Clean Diesel Initiative

On March 14, 2008, EPA Region 5, through the Midwest Clean Diesel Initiative, announ@&d the
availability of approximately $5 million in clean diesel funds as part of the 2008 National Clean
Diesel Program. This RFP focuses on reducing emissions from existing diesel engines within the
Region 5 states of lllinois, Indiana, Michigan, Minnesota, Ohio and Wisconsin. The exact number
of cooperative agreements EPA will fund as a result of this announcement are going to be based
on the quality of the project proposals received and the availability of funding. We anticipate
awarding 10-20 cooperative agreements for amounts ranging between $100,000 and $750,000.
